Creating a Thin Client Flash

1) Download the "T5740AUSKioskImage.rar" .RAR file. You will need WINRAR to uncompress.  

2) Extract files to a local area on your PC.

3) Ensure you have at least a 2GB simple USB key (no fancy keys with multi partitions, etc.).  We use Kingston Datatraveller keys

4) Boot up a T5740 thinclient computer and log in as Administrator. 

5) Insert your USB key into the T5740 thinclient (ensure this is the only USB key that is inserted), then go to START | CONTROL PANEL | HP WRITE CONFIGURATION

6) Click on the GENERAL tab, select DISABLE WRITE FILTER, then click on APPLY.

7) When asked if you want to commit the overlay, select YES.  Select YES again to restart the Thinclient.

8) After restart, log back into the thinclient as Administrator, then go to START | CONTROL PANEL | HP THINSTATE CAPTURE
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9) Click NEXT, then ensure that the correct flash drive is shown in the SELECT TARGET USB FLASH DRIVE dropdown box.  

10) Under "Select Post Deployment Write Filter State", ensure that ENABLE ENHANCED WRITE FILTER (EWF) is selected, then click CAPTURE

11) Select YES to format USB flash drive.

12) At this point the USB key is formatted and made bootable.
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13) After format is complete, the system should automatically reboot and load boot image from the USB KEY and proceed to create the TC image.
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14) After the image is completed, remove the USB key from the thinclient and insert into your PC.

15) Delete the FLASH.IBR file from the USB key then copy the FLASH.IBR from the extracted .RAR file and place it on the USB key.

16) Remove the USB key from your PC.

17) Ensure the HP thinclient is powered off, insert the USB key, power on, and allow the T5740 to boot off the USB and image the thin client.
How To Flash a Thin Client
Before you begin you will need to plug in all the cables as well as the USB that has the flash on it.
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· Turn the Thin Client on
· The Thin Client will automatically boot off the USB you have plugged in

· Once loaded it will bring up this screen
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· Press Y to continue

· It ask to make sure that you want to continue
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· Press Y to start the flashing process
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· Once completed it will ask you to remove the USB and shutdown the computer
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· Turn the computer on and start tapping F10 until it brings up the BIOS screen
· When the BIOS comes up you will need to select “Advanced BIOS Features” as shown below
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· This will bring up the Advanced BIOS Features menu
· Select “Boot Up Numlock Status” and change it from “Off” to “On”
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· When this is set to “On”, press the “Esc” key to bring you back to the main menu
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Select the “Save & Exit” 
· When the computer has rebooted and has loaded to the desktop you will need to add the USB that will be used for the kiosk
· To add the USB you will need to remove the cover on the top of the Thin Client
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Once the cover is removed you will need to insert the USB in to one of the two ports
· When the USB is in you can put the cover back on

· The Thin Client should automatically detect the USB and share it
